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Deacon Service Groups

Deacon Service Groups are volunteers that serve to handle ushering, collection of the offering at the Sunday evening services, give structure and support to the Lord’s Supper services, and serve within the church when called upon.   Each Deacon Service Group serves for one month.

Co-Captain Responsibilities

Co-Captains are responsible for leading your group to handle collection of the offering at the Sunday evening services, give structure and support to the Lord’s Supper services, and serve within the church when called upon. 

The Deacon Lord’s Supper & Collection Chairman or Lead Usher will be in contact with you prior your teams month to serve.

When it is your month to serve you are to contact the men in your group to remind them it is their month to serve and get a confirmation they will serve on each Sunday of that month.
Once you have contacted your team and receive confirmation you will need to communicate with the Deacon Lord’s Supper & Collection Chairman or Lead Usher that this responsibility is covered for each Sunday evening.
At least 10-12 men are needed to help with the evening collection of the offering.   On Sunday evenings, you are not required to wear a coat or tie.
Should a need arise in the church for your teams help during the year instructions will be given at that time.
